She currently consults with multiple law enforcement
agencies in Alberta on animal abuse and neglect files and focuses on improving

inter-agency cooperation. Dr. Doyle has worked on hundreds of cases, from
crime scene analysis to necropsies to providing expert witness testimony at trial.

She is passionate about increasing the awareness of the connection between
animal abuse and domestic and interpersonal violence as a means to combat

violence of all kinds in society.
