Carl J. Norden Distinguished Teacher Award. He is the coordinator of the
UCVM-CUPS Pet Health Clinic for disadvantaged Calgarians. He has
authored and co-authored numerous scientific articles and book chapters on
veterinary point of care ultrasound, renal and urinary medicine.
